THIS is the beginning of your story, S 1:

After you had already spent a couple of months in Apáczai, you decided to become the “Phantom of Apáczai”, because you started to feel that a lot of things in this school needed to be better & more colourful. You have decided on some missions so far, but now you feel that you have to start your activity too.

In the morning you talked to a friend. He said that he was feeling lonely for some time. You feel that you have to do something. What do you do?

a) IF you think you should help your friend and organise a party in the school for Halloween, move on to S 11.

b) IF you think you should start an English film club and invite your friend too, move on to S 12.

c) IF you think you should organise a basketball match between students & teachers and invite your friend to play in the team, move on to S 13.

S 11
You have decided to organise a party in the school for Halloween, because you think it would help people to feel less lonely. The party goes well and a lot of students are there. It makes your friend very happy too. However, you listen to a lot of other students at the party and they tell you that they don’t feel comfortable in the school because they don’t like the building. How do you try to solve this problem?
a) IF you think the best thing to do is create a special place, a club room in the school where students can get together in the afternoon, move on to S 111.
b) IF you think you should decorate the walls of Apáczai, especially with English slogans, posters, pictures and symbols, move on to S 112.

c) IF you think you should organize a group of students to clean up the whole school and collect paper to get money for more cleaning, move on to S 113.

S 111

You have decided to find a place where you can have a club room for students for activities in the afternoon. Mr. Munkácsy likes the idea and tells you that you can use the Theatre Room. However, the Theatre Room needs to be reorganized, decorated differently, and so on. What do you do?
a) IF you plan to hide in the Radio Room in the middle of a class and use the radio to tell every student that they should all come to the Theatre Room in the afternoon to decorate it, move on to S 1111.

b) IF you plan to put mysterious posters all around school to announce the opening of the club and don’t care about reorganizing the Theatre Room at this point, move on to S 1112.

c) IF you give up the idea of the club, because you think reorganizing the Theatre Room would take a long time, move back to S 11, and choose another option.
S 1111

You decide on hiding in the Radio Room to talk about your plans about the club room, so in the middle of your English lesson you ask Miss Kata to let you go to the bathroom. She says yes & you run into the Radio Room. However, you don’t know well enough how the radio works, so it takes 10 minutes to put it together. It’s too much time, and when you’re almost finished, Miss Kata opens the door of the Radio Room… Oops, you are in trouble. She is so angry that you have to promise that you’ll only care about English in the future. You have to move on to S 112.
S 1112

You put mysterious posters all around the school about the opening of the club room. Your posters are so creative that they work well: a lot of students come to the opening. However, they don’t like the Theatre Room, because they think it’s not colourful or comfortable enough. You need more time and more decoration. Go back to S 111 and choose another option.
S 112

You want to decorate the walls of Apáczai, especially with English slogans, posters, pictures and symbols. You ask your friends from your English class to help you. They are happy to help and the whole school is nicely decorated now. Well done!

Sadly, the next day you come to school you can see that some angry cleaning ladies and students you are not good at English have thrown a lot of your decorations away already. The walls look even worse than before. What do you do?
a) IF you think you should organize a group of students to clean up the whole school and collect paper to get money for more cleaning, move on to S 113.
b) IF you think you should start an English film club to make students like English more, move on to S 12.
c) IF you don’t give up but think about other decoration, move on to S 1121.

S 1121

You haven’t given up on your plans to decorate the school nicely to make it more comfortable for students. But this time you ask a lot of people about what kind of decoration they want to see. You keep all their ideas and organize a group of students to help you. The school looks very colourful now, and you can use some English decoration again, crazy people won’t throw it out. Well done!

Go back to S 11 and choose another task to work on.
S 113

You think cleaning up the whole school is a first step to make it better. Wow! You have really crazy ideas, don’t you? A clean school? Students who clean it? As the “Phantom” you should know this can’t work!

Caring about the building is not as important as other things. Go back to S 1 and choose S 12 or S 13.

S 12
An English film club in the afternoon! What a lovely idea! A lot of students like this idea too. There are so many films people haven’t seen! You have a film to watch every second week and sometimes you invite a teacher to talk about the film with you too. Everybody has a lot of fun; all of you drink tea and talk about things you are interested in! Nice!
A task completed! Don’t forget that there are still many more things you can do to make this school a better place! For example, too much sitting and watching TV makes you lazy! You have to think about sports & making students healthier too! Move on to S 13.
S 13

You think a healthy school life is a key to feeling better in school. That’s great! So you organise a basketball match between students & teachers. It sounds like fun, teachers and students should meet more outside lessons anyway! Surprisingly, a lot of students and teachers come to play or watch the game, more than what you’ve expected. The success of this afternoon gives you a lot of energy to complete more tasks as the “Phantom”. What would those be?
a) IF you want to celebrate your success with a party inviting students and teachers too, move on to S 131.
b) IF you want to put your energy into something even more creative, move on to S 132.

c) IF you want to organise a school camp for the summer, move on to S 133.

S 131

A party, okay, a party, hah, big word! But what kind of a party? A party for Halloween? A karaoke party? A rock concert? Make up your mind, my friend!

a) IF you decide on a Halloween party, move back to S 11.

b) IF you think a karaoke party would be the best, move on to S 1311.

c) IF you’d prefer a rock concert, move on to S 1312.

S 1311

Organising a karaoke party is a fantastic idea! It sounds like fun for students and teachers as well! Why haven’t anybody thought about this earlier! You can also talk to a lot of people there and ask their ideas about how to make the school an even better place!

It’s time to move on and think about other stuff to do too. Move back to S 1 and see what else you can do.

S 1312

A rock concert is something that has always interested a lot of students! And a great idea comes to your mind suddenly: your school has a rock band of teachers! Now you know you want to ask them to give a concert! Last year they were having a lot of fantastic musical moments and you want to feel that this year too! So you go and ask Mr. Börzsönyi, Mr. Dobos or Miss Hubai about the possible details of a concert. While you’re waiting for their answer, go back to S 1 and look for other tasks you can complete as the “Phantom”!
S 132

Wow! Your energy is endless! You have so many things on your mind! You secretly start helping “Tiszta Szívvel”, the school magazine, the school radio and Miss Kata to organise the great get-together called “Utcabál” at the end of the year! The Student Government would be so proud of you! What else can you do? Move back to S 1 and do something you haven’t tried yet!
S 133

A school camp is one of your secret dreams. It’s the best if as many students come as possible. How lucky we are that we have a campsite in a village called Tiszainoka! You are trying to tell as many students about it as possible. You have also asked a couple of teachers to join you. While you are waiting for everybody’s, move back to S 13 and start planning something else too!
